Motion Board Member Thiel/Board Member Behrend to approve the minutes of 7-6-2020 and pre-authorized checks #51581-51645 in the amount of $235,828.77 and payroll checks #200710001-20071069 in the amount of $59,271.41; Passed

3. Appearances and Possibly Action Thereon

A. Proclamation for Reverend George Enderle

President Brandt presented Reverend George Enderle with a proclamation for serving on the Slinger Housing Authority from 1983-2020.  Reverend Enderle expressed his gratitude for the acknowledgement and stated he enjoyed his time serving on the Slinger Housing Authority.

B. Introduction of 2020 PPWF Operators

Administrator Wilber introduced our newest Parks, Public Works and Forestry Operators Riley Kling and Todd Leonard.  It was noted that Riley started in March and his introduction has been delayed by COVID19 restriction and Todd started in July. The Board welcomed the new employees.

C. Discussion of RDA Roles and Responsibilities

President Brandt introduced the new members of the Redevelopment Authority.

Jackie Mich and Scott Harrington from VandeWalle & Associates were present at the meeting to
discuss the RDA roles and responsibilities. Scott provided an overview of the roles that the Village
Board has concerning the RDA.

President Brandt noted that money is needed for the RDA and the Village is in a good place to borrow money.

Trustee Kohl commented that the RDA is a positive tool.

Jackie informed everyone about the next steps in the process, which included a time table and schedule.  She noted that the first RDA meeting has been scheduled for 8am on Wednesday, August 12, 2020.

Administrator Wilber commented that staff is excited to work with the new RDA.

D. Discussion of proposed Redevelopment District boundary

Jackie Mich and Scott Harrington from VandeWalle & Associates provided a boundary map to the Board.

Discussion was held on including additional parcels within the boundary and the possibility that the TIF district can have different boundaries.
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The Board directed VandeWalle to include some other parcels within the downtown boundary area and provide staff with a new map.

Superintendent Moser provided the Board with an overview of the compliance maintenance annual
report.

2. Resolution #07-02-2020 Authorize Reduction of Cash Deposit Farmstead
Creek Highlands

Engineer Haggerty confirmed the expense of $2,338.30 from Ruekert-Mielke for continued CRT review including proof rolls for the Farmstead Creek Highlands Subdivision. He noted that the check for $2,338.30 will be made payable to Ruekert-Mielke.

B. Licenses and Permits

1. Approval to update the currently approved "Class B" liquor license for
Hilbert Company LLC d/b/a The Slinger House to include the recently
approved expanded outdoor patio area at 100 W Washington Street

Administrator Wilber stated that the Planning Commission had approved the CUP to expand the outdoor patio area and it is before the Village Board because the "Class B" liquor license needs to be updated to include the new serving area. 

Motion Board Member Otte/Board Member Fredericks to approve the update to the "Class B" liquor license for Hilbert Company LLC d/b/a The Slinger House to include the expanded outdoor patio area; Passed

2. Approval to update the currently approved Class "B" Liquor License for
Chaz Hastings d/b/a WI Piggly, LLC to include the updated hours of
operation on their CUP at 128 Kettle Moraine Drive North (Community
Park)

Administrator Wilber stated that this item also went before the Planning Commission to amend the sales and serving hours stated on the CUP. Board approval is needed as it changes the Class "B" liquor license.

It was noted that the Park Board has no issues with extending the hours.

1. Consider request from applicant Kelly Henrickson & Tracy Smith d/b/a
Hilbert Company LLC for Certified Survey Map to reconfigure the lot
lines of the four parcels known as V5-002, V5-00400B, V5-000500B, and
V5-000500A into a three lot configuration, all situated in/around 112 W
Washington Street, 100 W Washington Street, and 111 Kettle Moraine
Drive North. The property owners are P&S Enterprises LLC, Edward
Bergman and Hilbert Company LLC. The properties are zoned B-1
Commercial District

President Brandt stated that this matter recently went before the Planning Commission and staff and the applicant have been working on resolving the nonconforming lot sizes.

Administrator Wilber stated that she had consulted with the Village Attorney on this matter, along with Planner Censky. She stated that there may be other lots in the downtown area that could have difficulty making improvements and with that in mind, staff is recommending an amendment to the Zoning Code. Administrator Wilber informed the Board that a change to the Zoning Code would need to go to the Planning Commission as a public hearing and staff is preparing that for the August Planning Commission meeting.

Motion Board Member Behrend/Board Member Kohl to approve the Certified Survey Map to reconfigure the lot lines of the four parcels known as V5-002, V5-00400B, V5-00500B, and V5-000500A into a three lot configuration subject to amendment of the Zoning Code; Passed

2. Partial Release of Utility Easement along Lot 56 of Farmstead Creek

Engineer Haggerty stated that he had received a request from Harry Roethle to release a portion of the existing public utility easement along the east side of Lot 56 of the Farmstead Creek Subdivision as the easement conflicts with the proposed home. He stated that the property to the east of Lot 56 is part of the Village's park lands. Engineer Haggerty stated that staff recommends vacation of the western 10 feet of the existing 20 ft. wide public utility easement along the east side of Lot 56 of the Farmstead Creek Subdivision.

Motion Board Member Otte/Board Member Gundrum to approve the partial release of utility easement along Lot 56 of Farmstead Creek Subdivision; Passed

6. Ordinances
A. Ordinance #07-02-2020 - An Ordinance Repealing and Recreating Section
550.28 to add "Nano Distillery" to the list of Conditional Uses in the B-1
Commercial Zoning District of the village of Slinger Zoning Code, Village of
Slinger, Washington County, Wisconsin

Administrator Wilber noted that as part of The Slinger House project, "Nano distillery" needs to be added to the list of conditional uses in the B-1 Commercial Zoning District of the Village of Slinger
Zoning Code.

Discussion was held about breweries and distilleries. It was noted that at this time staff is not looking to add breweries to the list of conditional uses, but plans to do so in the future.

Trustee Gundrum introduced Ordinance 07-02-2020.

A. Administrator's Report - Potential Date for Public Works Garage Open House

Administrator Wilber stated that staff is trying to plan the open house for the new Public Works facility. She asked if Monday, September 28, 2020 from 4-7pm was an acceptable day and time. It was noted that other exhibits and presentations from all Village departments and utilities would be occurring during the open house.

It was noted that this time and date is acceptable and staff will begin the planning process.

B. Engineer's Report - Update on Hartford Road Construction Project

Engineer Haggerty discussed the Hartford Road project and the discovery that a pipe needs to be replaced.

The Board asked that Engineer Haggerty put together costs on the pipe replacement including contingencies and bring his figures to the August 3, 2020 meeting.
