Please Take Notice that the following Public Hearings will be held by the Planning Commission 

of the Village of Slinger on Wednesday October 14, 2020 beginning at or shortly after 7:30 p.m. 

at Slinger Village Community Room and the connected Department of Public Works Garage, 218 

Slinger Road, Slinger, Wisconsin, at which time the Commission will consider the following 

matters: 

  

1. Review and possible approval of a Conditional Use Permit request to “continue” the 

previous Conditional Use Permit for RV Sales & Service under new property and business 

ownership while also legitimizing a change that’s been made to the site/plan expanding the 

outdoor parking/display area to the north.   The property is zoned B-2 Commercial District 

and located at 825 Addison Rd.  The applicant is Kune’s Country Freedom RV in c/o Greg 

Kunes.  The property owner is Kunes Slinger RV Properties LLC and; 

2. Review and possible approval of a Conditional Use Permit request to “continue” the 

previous Conditional Use Permit for outdoor alcoholic beverage service in the existing, 

enclosed patio areas at the site under new business ownership.  The property is zoned B-2 

Commercial District and located at 1058 E Commerce Blvd.  The applicant is Mendez 

Food Enterprises LLC d/b/a Polanco Mexican Restaurant and Cantina.  The property owner 

is Dove Plaza II LLC. 

3. Review and possible approval of a Conditional Use Permit request to “continue” the 

previous Conditional Use Permit for outdoor consumption of alcoholic beverages under 

new property and business ownership and also to expand the area permitted for outdoor 

alcoholic beverage consumption into a cordoned off area of the parking lot during 

occasional car shows.   The property is zoned B-2 Commercial District and located at 711 

E Washington St.  The applicant and property owner is David Zagar d/b/a Raceway Supper 

Pub.
